For an asymptomatic dog, 
repeat test every 6–12 
months; consider vaccination 
and sand fly prophylaxis

High suspicion  
of leishmaniosis

Quantitative serology, CBC, chemistry panel with 
SDMA, urinalysis with UPC, protein electrophoresis

If clinical signs and other clinicopathological findings are 
consistent with leishmaniosis and quantitative serology is 
low or negative, consider cytology/histology, IHC, PCR† 

Compatible with leishmaniosis: 
stage and treat per published guidelines;‡ 
consider following up* after 1, 3§, 6 months

Not compatible with leishmaniosis: 
consider other differential diagnoses; 
repeat test every 6–12 months; consider 
vaccination and sand fly prophylaxis

Clinically healthy dog in an endemic area,  
prior to vaccination and travel screening

SNAP* Leishmania Test or SNAP* Leish 4Dx* Test
