Mitotane (Lysodren’) Dosing and Monitoring

Start loading dose of mitotane therapy: 40-50 mg/kg per day with food in divided doses.

Observe for decrease in appetite,
water intake <60 cc/kg/day,
vomiting, diarrhea or lethargy.

7 to 10 days into loading
dose with no clinical
response from dog or adverse
affects noted.

Perform ACTH stimulation test.

Discontinue mitotane.
If dog is listless or ill, administer

maintenance prednisone in tapering dose
for two weeks.
If dog is clinically healthy, do not start

Continue mitotane loading dose
for 3-7 days.* Recheck in 3—-7 days.
Observe for adverse reaction as above.

prednisone, but start low maintenance
dose of mitotane in two weeks.

Begin maintenance mitotane
dosing: 25-50 mg/kg per week
with food in divided doses.
Continue for one month.

Perform ACTH stimulation test.

Discontinue mitotane.

If dog is listless or ill, administer
maintenance prednisone in tapering
dose for two weeks.

If dog is clinically healthy, do not start

prednisone. Restart mitotane maintenance RNVl el \Veekly maintenance dose.
therapy in two weeks, but reduce dose
by 25%.

Maintain current dosage.

Increase weekly dose or repeat loading
dose for 3-7 days. Observe for adverse
reaction as above and then increase

Repeat the ACTH stimulation test every 3—4 months thereafter. Use the response criteria shown
immediately above to ensure appropriate mitotane dosing.

*If ACTH stimulation is still >5 ug/dL after initial 3-7 days continuation,

continue loading dose for an additional 3-7 days, observing for adverse reactions.
